Agriculture Support
◦ 3401 farmers provided with agriculture input and tools.

◦ Household level quick income generation plan development and support activities in agriculture sector 
for 4000 Hhs

◦ 82 households given poultry supports

◦ Agriculture seed distribution to 774 farmers

Skills & Enterpreneurship Development
◦ Capacity building of 16 cooperatives to provide access to finance, agriculture inputs and market access.

◦ On/off farm quick income activities, mid/long term MSMEs dev., TVET skills development for 2000 
Households

◦ 56 women supported for income generation activities by providing raw materials for handicrafts, Vermin 
compost bed, etc.

◦ 420 out-of-school adolescents' girls and young women, were provided raw materials to produce masks 
and other relevant trades in cash for work modality by the out of school adolescent girls and young 
women.

Cash Vouchers

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Challenges

Activities are being conducted under difficult circumstances due to the persisting risk of contagion 

and the logistical challenges of implementation under the current context. 

In particular, the main challenge has been to organize skills development training activities given 

the existing risk of spread of the corona virus. 

Additionally, given the huge impact on livelihood and employment by the COVID-19, as highlighted 

in the many impact assessment studies conducted by various government agencies and IGOs, the 

financial resources availability remains limited. This calls for further attention to the beneficiary 

selection process.
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
