• Province is in Discussion to acquire Leknath Community Hospital, to prepare it for 
COVID-19 dedicated Hospital and upgrade it once the outbreak has settled.

• Supported Province 5 by running 68 PCR tests

• Immunization program carried out. Coordinated with health partners for 
supporting immunization team (masks, gloves and sanitizers) 

•Measles campaign ongoing in Gorkha Municipality.

• Usage of RDT at local levels and protocol for its usage 
for police case/prison inmates.

• Increase stock of PPE and PCR test kits (cases are 
increasing in the Country)
