Hospital reasons include delays in seeking care
by women, non-availability of transportation
facilities from health facility, non-availability of
blood and blood products.

Almost all BC/BEONC reported stock-out of
emergency drugs in the last two weeks,

including CEONC sites reported shortages of
drugs like Oxytocin, MgSO4

Fear amongst HSPs for protection from
COVIDI9 infection, stigma and stress.

Focused risk messaging including on availability of services
and danger signs during pregnancy

Regular monitoring and data analysis for maternal,
neonatal and child deaths is important, including
identification of the causes and possible recommendation
is urgent to address this issues in the current COVID19
context.

Prioritize procurement and distribution of life saving
essential MNH and FP commodities, including ensuring its
availability at the provincial level and regular monitoring of
stocks.

Expand and strengthen mental health support to HSPs
